The
broadcast, a part of the Student Town Meetings
series, will be broadcast in February (date to be
announced). Mr. Kelly interviewed several stu-
dents after the taping session and their remarks
were published in an article the following day.
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The Schoharie Central School
Performing Arts will be staging the
Broadway smash hit, “Les Miserables”
as this year’s annual musical. This stage
version of “Les Miserables” is specifi-

cally written for high school production and is
referred to as “Les Miserables” School Edition.
“Les Miserables” is presented through special
arrangement with Music Theatre International
(MTI) 421 West 54th Street, New York, NY 10019.
The musical will be presented in the Schoharie
High School Auditorium on Friday March 20 and
Saturday March 21, 2009 at 7:30pm and Sunday
March 22, 2009 at 2:00pm.

The show that became a global phenomenon all
began when author Alain Boublil saw a London
production of Oliver. The character of the Artful
Dodger brought to his mind a singing Gavroche,
the young revolutionary in Victor Hugo's classic
novel. Boublil and his longtime writing partner,
Claude-Michel Schonberg worked on their adap-
tation of “LES MISERABLES” for two years. The
London production of “LES MIS” opened at the
Barbican Theatre on October 8th, 1985 and the
show was an instant hit with audiences. The
entire Royal Shakespeare Company run was sold
out. 

In 1986, LES MISERABLES crossed the Atlantic,
premiering at The Kennedy Center in Washington,
DC prior to its New York debut. The show had an
$11 million dollar advance sale before it had even
played its first preview, and was a bona fide
smash when it opened at the Broadway Theater
on March 12, 1987. The show went on to win 8
Tony awards, including Best Musical, Score, Book,
and Direction of a Musical. But, on May 17, 2003,
the show's anthem "One Day More" was suddenly
a reality for the cast and crew. The next day, May
18th, 2003, “LES MISERABLES” presented its per-
formance number 6,680, and signed off as the
third longest running musical in history. 

The powerful story spans the years 1815-1832 and
is based on the Victor Hugo novel of the same
name. This story chronicles the life of Jean Valjean
imprisoned for stealing a loaf of bread for his sis-

ter’s starving children. He is released from the
chain gang and suffers the hard realities of life as
an ex-con. Jean Valjean jumps parole and resur-
faces years later as an upstanding citizen
befriending Fantine and becoming foster parent
to her daughter after Fantine’s death. Faced with
many of life’s most difficult choices along the way
Jean Valjean maintains his integrity. The complex
and dramatic story includes the famous student
uprising at a barricade in Paris during 1832. The
story closes bringing a stirring message in the
hope of a better future for all.

Lomax, Set Construction by Jerome Snyder,
Scenery and Set Design by Eric Calvino & Leah
Schaefer, and Costuming by Debbie Schaffer.

ACADEMIC INELIGIBILITY
This year, the Junior-Senior High School has intro-

duced an academic ineligibility procedure for students.
The purpose of this procedure is to help students main-
tain passing grades in their classes.  A detailed explana-
tion of the procedure can be found in the student hand-
book.  

A student who is failing one subject at each five-
week period will be placed on probation for the next five
weeks. That student’s grades will be monitored during
the probationary period. These students need to take a
weekly progress sheet to each of their teachers each
week. On this sheet teachers should indicate whether
the student is passing or failing and sign it.  These stu-
dents must turn in this sheet to the main office by
Monday of each week. Failure to do so could result in
their being placed on the ineligible list.

Students who are failing two or more subjects will be
automatically ineligible for school-related extracurricu-
lar, intramural, and interscholastic athletic activities
(games and scrimmages) for one (1) week beginning on
the Monday after interim reports or report cards come
out. Also included are any plays, field trips, county festi-
vals, contests, clubs, dances, or other extra-curricular
activities, etc. These students also need to take a weekly
progress sheet to each of their teachers each week. On
this sheet teachers should indicate whether the student
is passing or failing and sign it. These weekly progress
sheets need to be turned into the main office each
Monday. If a student’s grades become passing, the stu-
dent will be moved from ineligible to probationary sta-
tus but will need to continue to take the weekly progress
sheet around each week until the next five week report.

The ultimate goal is for all students to be passing
their courses. Students and parents who have any ques-
tions about this procedure may contact the Assistant
Principal, Mr. Barnes.

ELECTRONIC DEVICES AND
CELL PHONES

Parents and guardians are asked to remind
their children not to use MP3 players, or IPods, or
cell phones while in school.  These devices are not
to be displayed without authorization by school
personnel.  Students should not be listening to
headphones while in classes; they should be
engaged in their learning.  They should also not be
wearing them in the hallways out of safety con-
cerns as oftentimes they cannot hear what is hap-
pening around them.  In an emergency, this could
be a serious problem.

All electronic devices should be either secured
in lockers or out of sight in a pocket.  All too often
students reports these items missing or stolen
because they fail to secure them safely.  The
school provides locks and lockers so students can
secure their valuables.  We even encourage them
to give valuable items to gym teachers for safe
keeping during gym class if they do not want to
put them in a locked locker.  All too often, stu-
dents do not do this, but instead leave them lying
around in a gym bag or back pack.  The gym and
locker rooms are high traffic areas.  The school
cannot guarantee the safety of these items if stu-
dents do not take responsibility for properly
securing them.

Cell phones present a particular problem in
school.  With the increasing number of cell
phones and the advent of text messaging, stu-
dents are spending more time focusing on their
phones and texting than they are on their studies.
Many times the problem is a parent calling or tex-
ting a child in school.  Please do not call or text
your child during school hours.  If you have the
need to contact your child due to an emergency,
call the main office or nurse’s office and we will
gladly relay the message. 

Also talk to your child about proper cell phone
etiquette and usage.  Students should be focused
on learning, not on calling or texting friends or
family during class time.  There is an increasing
concern with students texting answers to tests and
quizzes to classmates.  During Regents exams, stu-
dents found to be using an electronic device will
have their examination disqualified and may find
themselves unable to take further exams.  Again,
talk to your children about the proper time and
place to use these devices.

RECYCLING AT 
SCS - THE GOOD GREEN!

With all the talk of reducing our carbon footprints, the
students and staff at Schoharie Central School decided to
do something about it. Our program is a result of a few
concerned students who approached the Board of
Education regarding recycling paper. With full support of
the Board and under the guidance of Mrs. Castle and Mrs.
Petrosillo, the students developed and then revised their
plan. The custodial staff became a key part to the pro-
gram’s success and their contribution to the program is
greatly appreciated. Here’s what we are recycling at SCS:

1. Paper and Cardboard - Clean and non-waxed paper and
cardboard, newspaper, phone books, etc. are being collected
in each room of the Elementary and High School. The cus-
todians place the paper in a dumpster provided by Green
Fiber of Hagaman, NY.  This company purchases the paper
and uses it to make cellulose insulation.   

2. Plastic Bottles - There are garbage cans for disposing
of plastic bottles (#1 and #2) and aluminum cans in the
gym area, High School cafeteria, High School hallways,
and outside the library of the Elementary building.  The
Jr. High Builders Club collects bottles and cans from the
high school classrooms once a month. Returnable bottles
are separated from the nonreturnable bottles. The
Builders Club uses the returnable deposits for a fundrais-
er. All nonreturnable bottles and cans are placed in a sep-
arate dumpster for recycling at MOSA. Since the school
must pay for this dumpster to be emptied, we ask that
you not recycle your household items.

3. Electronic Devices and Ink Cartridges - The 7th
Graders are collecting used cell phones, ink jet cartridges,
laptop computers, MP3 players, and digital cameras.
These items are sent to a recycling facility which pays for
each item. This money is used for the 7th grade field trip
to Boston. Items from home or businesses may be placed
in the appropriate boxes in the High School library, facul-
ty room or in room 5.

4. General Mills Boxtops and Campbell IPC Labels - This
is not actually recycling but Mrs. Roy in the Elementary
nurse’s office collects these to purchase items for the ele-
mentary school. They may be dropped off in the
Elementary School or Room 5 of the High School.

You could help in our endeavors by sending in the
following: ink jet cartridges (hand size only), cell
phones, laptop computers, MP3 players, digital cam-
eras, boxtops and Campbell IPC labels.
