University in the High School at SCS — Over 100 Schoharie High School Students in grades 11 and 12 are
currently enrolled in and taking advantage of the University in the High School program. Classes offered
through SUNY Cobleskill and SUNY Albany are taught by Schoharie teachers who have been approved by
the colleges to offer university credit. Students completing the courses get an official transcript from the univer-
sity and courses can be transferred to other colleges the students may attend. Currently, SCS offers UHS
classes in English Composition 101, Calculus |, Spanish IV, French IV, Financial Accounting, Micro Computer
Applications, Web Design, Sociology and United States History.

Advanced Placement Testing — Several students at SCS took part in AP Testing during the month of May.
Currently Schoharie High School offers AP Exams in English Literature and Composition, Chemistry,
Psychology, United States History and European History. The Advanced Placement courses are taught at a
college-preparatory level and help students prepare for the rigors of college. The AP exams are scored on a
1-5 level. Most colleges will accept a 3 or better score on the AP exams for course credit; some will accept
only a 4 or better. The AP exams are very challenging and students spend a great deal of time preparing. We
are very proud of all the students who participated in AP courses and tests!
